In the Vineyard 
The 2009 vintage of Our Finest Selection Chardonnay is a 

partnership amongst the best vineyards within the Russian 

River Valley. The Ritchie and Balletto vineyards, located in the 

heart of the Russian River Valley, contribute richness and 

balance with their barrel-aging fermentation. Fruit from the 

Boriolo, Hawk Hill, and Windmill vineyards yield respective 

power, nerve and elegance.   

 
Conversations with the Winemaker  

Hand-harvested grapes are sorted, then whole-cluster pressed 

to stainless steel tanks for overnight settling. The juice is then 

racked to barrels for fermentation by native yeasts. Malolactic 

conversion proceeds naturally during aging, while lees-stirring 

contributes to enhanced mouthfeel. Barrels are hand-selected to 

assemble the final blend one month prior to bottling. 

 
Tasting Notes 

The 2009 OFS Chardonnay is a beautifully balanced wine, with 

complex flavors that reflect the unique terroir of the individual 

vineyards. Notes of toasted marshmallow, nougat, pineapple and 

apricot blend with a hint of butterscotch on a full and spreading 

palate. The wine is medium-to-full bodied, with a nice, soft 

mouth feel and a long, lingering flavor profile. This Chardonnay 

has strong enough shoulders to pair well with heavy sauces and 

succulent lobster, yet is elegant enough to complement a lighter 

fare.
